16. CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR COMPLYING WITH THE SPECIFICATIONS OF THE CITY OF ROCKWALL
UTILITY/ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT WITH REGARDS TO MATERIALS, INSTALLATION, AND TESTING OF THE WATER AND
