AND BOTTOM STABILIZED WITH EITHER ANCHORED CURLEX OR SOD
PRIOR TO ANY PAVING INCLUDING SLAB.

7. ALL DISTURBED AREA TO HAVE 75-80% 1" TALL GRASS COVERAGE
PRIOR TO ENGINEERING ACCEPTANCE.
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SILT FENCE DETAIL
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1. STEEL POST WHICH SUPPORT THE SILT FENCE SHALL BE INSTALLED ON A SLIGHT
ANGLE TOWARD THE ANTICIPATED RUNOFF SOURCE. POST MUST BE EMBEDDED A
MINIMUM OF ONE FOQOT.

2, THE TOE OF THE SILT FENCE SHALL BE TRENCHED IN WITH A SPADE OR
MECHANICAL TRENCHER, SO THAT THE DOWN SLOPE FACE OF THE TRENCH IS
FLAT AND PERPENDICULAR TO THE LINE OF FLOW. WHERE FENCE CANNOT BE
TRENCHED IN (E.G.PAVEMENT), WEIGHT FABRIC FLAP WITH ROCK ON UPHILL SIDE
TO PREVENT FLOW FROM SEEPING UNDER FENCE.

3. THE TRENCH MUST BE A MINIMUM OF 6 INCHES DEEP AND 6 INCHES WIDE TO
ALLOW FOR THE SILT FENCE FABRIC TO BE LAID IN THE GROUND AND
BACKFILLED WITH COMPAGTED MATERIAL.

4, SILT FENCE SHOULD BE SECURELY FASTENED TO EACH STEEL SUPPORT POST OR
TO WOVEN WIRE, WHICH IS IN TURN ATTACHED TO THE STEEL FENCE POST.
THERE SHALL BE A 3 FOOT OVERLAP, SECURELY FASTENED WHERE ENDS OF
FABRIC MEET.

5. INSPECTION SHALL BE MADE WEEKLY AND AFTER EACH RAINFALL. REPAIR OR
REPLACEMENT SHALL BE MADE PROMPTLY AS NEEDED.

6. SILT FENCE SHALL BE REMOVED WHEN THE SITE IS COMPLETELY STABILIZED SO
AS NOT TO BLOCK OR IMPEDE STORM FLOW OR DRAINAGE.

7. ACCUMULATED SILT SHALL BE REMOVED WHEN IT REACHES A DEPTH OF HALF
THE HEIGHT OF THE FENCE. THE SILT SHALL BE DISPOSED OF AT AN APPROVED
SITE AND IN SUCH A MANNER AS TO NOT CONTRIBUTE TO ADDITIONAL
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GRAVEL FILTER

MAINTENANCE : :

THE STRUCTURE SHALL BE INSPECTED AFTER EACH RAIN AND REPAIRS MADE AS NEEDED.
SEDIMENT SHALL BE REMOVED AND THE TRAP RESTORED TO ITS ORIGINAL DIMENSIONS
WHEN THE SEDIMENT HAS ACCUMULATED TO 1/2 THE DESIGN DEPTH OF THE TRAP.
REMOVED SEDIMENT SHALL BE DEPOSITED IN A SUITABLE AREA AND IN SUCH A MANNER
THAT IT WILL NOT ERODE.

STRUCTURES SHALL BE REMOVED AND THE AREA STABILIZED WHEN THE REMAINING

6. MAINTENANCE-THE ENTRANCE SHALL BE MAINTAINED IN A CONDITION WHICH WILL
PREVENT TRACKING OR FLOWING OF SEDIMENT ONTO PUBLIC ROADWAYS. THIS MAY
REQUIRE PERIODIC TOP DRESSING WITH ADDITIONAL STONE AS CONDITIONS
DEMAND, AND REPAIR AND/OR CLEANOUT OF ANY MEASURES USED TO TRAP
SEDIMENT. ALL SEDIMENT SPILLED DROPPED, WASHED OR TRACKED ONTO PUBLIC
ROADWAY MUST BE REMOVED IMMEDIATELY.

7. DRAINAGE-ENTRANCE MUST BE PROPERLY GRADED OR INCORPORATE A DRAINAGE

SWALE TO PREVENT RUNOFF FROM LEAVING THE CONSTRUCTION SITE.
