by amending the Zoning Map of the City of Rockwall so as to grant 

conditional Use Permit for the tract of land described as follows: 

BEING a tract of land situated in the B. F. Boydstun Survey, 
Abstract No. 14 and 52, the A. Hanna Survey, Abstract No. 99 
land the B. J. T. Lewis Survey, Abstract No. 225, City of 
Rockwall, Rockwall County, Texas, and also being that tract 
as recorded in Volume 83, Page 269 and 271, Deed Records, 
Rockwall County, Texas, and being more particularly described 
as follows: 

BEGINNING at the point of intersection of the West line of 
Terrell Road with the Southeast line of the M.K.T. Railroad, 
a ~" iron stake found for corner; 
THENCE, South, along the said West line of Terrell Road, a 
distance of 4~3.32 feet to a.~" iron s~ake foun~ for corner; 
THENCE, S. 8922'34" W., leav1ng the sa1d West l1ne of Terrell 
Road, a distance of 601.68 feet to a point on the Southeast 
line of the M.K. & T. Railroad, a ~" iron stake found for 
corner; 
THENCE, in a Northeasterly direction and along the said South­
east line of M.K. & T. Railroad ang around a curve to the 
right having a central angel of 16 19'18" and a radius of 
2604.54 feet, a distance of 741.95 feet to the PLACE OF BEGINN­
ING and containing 3.222 acres of land, of which 0.562 acres 
lies within Railroad right-of-way, leaving a net of 2.660 acres 
of land.
