AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROCKWALL, TEXAS, AMENDING THE
COMPREHENSIVE ZONING ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ROCKWALL, AS
HERETOFORE AMENDED, SO AS TO GRANT A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT

FOR STRUCTURES WITH LESS THAN 100% NONCOMBUSTIBLE STRUCTURAL
MATERIALS AND 90% MASONRY FACADE IN A COMMERCIAL DISTRICT ON

A TRACT OF LAND DESCRIBED MORE FULLY AS FOLLOWS: BEGINNING

OF FINE NOT TO EXCEED TWO HUNDRED DOLLARS ($200.00); AND PROVI-
DING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the Planning and Zoning Commission of the City of Rockwall

and the governing body of the City of Rockwall, in compliance with the
laws of the State of Texas and the ordinances of the City of Rockwall,

" have given the requisite notices by publication and otherwise, and have
held public hearings and afforded a full and fair hearing to all pro-
perty owners generally and to all persons interested in and situated in
the affected area, and in the vicinity thereof, the governing body, in
tbe exercise of its legislative discretion, has concluded that the Compre-
hensive Zoning Ordinance of: the City of Rockwall should be amended as
follows: g

NOW, THEREFORE, ﬁE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
ROCKWALL, TEXAS:

- SECTION 1. That the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of the City of
Rockwall, Texas, as heretofore amended, be and the same is hereby amended
by amending the Zoning Map of the City of Rockwall so as to grant a
Conditional Use Permit for structures with less than 100% noncombustible
structural materials and 90% masonry facade in a Commercial District on

a tract of land described as follows:

BEGINNING at an iron rod at a broken concrete right-of-way

monument at the right-of-way offset in the Westerly line of

State Highway 205 at Texas Highway Department centerline
station 458+00;



THENCE: South 60° 06' 21" West a distance of 25.00 feet
along said offsetoline to an iron rod for a corner;
THENCE: South 29~ 53' 39" East along the Westerly line of
said State Highway 205, passing at 3.38 feet a wood right-of-
way monument and continuing a total distance of 177.19 feet
to an iron rod for a corner at the Southeast corner of above
mentioned 6.876 agre tract;
THENCE: ©South 44~ 47' 56" West along the Southeast line of
said 6.876 acre tract passing at 182.13 feet an axle found
on said Southeast line and continuing a total distance of 182.43
feet to an iron rod at the South corner of said 6.876 acre
tract, said corner being on the Northeast line of Rockwall
Business Park East, also being on the Northeast line of the
J. D. McFarland Survey, Abstract No. 145 and the Southwest
line of the Cadls Survey;
THENCE: North 44~ 55' 43" West a distance of 915.48 feet along
said survey line and the Southwest line of said 6.876 acre
tract and the Northeast line of said addition to an iron rod
for a corner;
THENCE: North 44° 33' 39" East a distance of 455.08 feet
. along the Northwest line of said 6.876 acre tract to an iron
""" rod on the Westeréy line of Highway 205;
THENCE: South 29~ 53' 39" East a distance of 780.75 feet
along said Westerly line to the Point of Beginning and Con-
taining 6.876 acres of land.

Zi+ SECTION 2. That there shall be no time limit on this Conditional
ﬁe Permit.

SECTION 3. That the above described tract of land shall be used
nly in the manner and for the purposes provided for by the Comprehensive
mnning Ordinance of the City of Rockwall, as heretofore amended, and as
amended herein by the granting of this zoning change.

SECTION 4. Any person, firm, or corporation violating any of the
provisions of this ordinance shall be subject to the same penalty as
provided for in the Comprehensive Zoning Ordinance of the City of Rock-
-wall, as heretofore amended, and as amended hereby, and upon conviction
shall be punished by a penalty of fine not to exceed the sum of Two Hun-
u‘dred Dollars ($200.00) for each offense, and each and every day such
offense shall continue shall be deemed to constitute a separate offense.
SECTION 5. Whereas, it appears that the above described property
faquires classification so as to grant a Conditional Use Permit for a

‘ tructure with less than 100% noncombustible structural materials and

- 90% masonry facade in order to permit its proper development and in order
0 protect the public interest and general welfare of the City of Rock-
~wall, such requirement creates an urgency and an emergency in the preser-
vation of the public welfare and requires that this ordinance take effect
‘§iMMediately from and after its passage and the publication of the caption
‘of said ordinance, as the law in such cases provides.
