LIMITATIONS

or in developed oreos. Ensure lhol inlel prolection is properly designed, insloled ond
maintoined o ovoid flooding of the roodway or odjocent properlies ond slruclures.

Inlet protection is only vioble ot low poinl inlets. nlels thal ore on o slope connol be
effeclively protected becouse storm woler will byposs the inlel ond conlinue downstreom,
cousing on overload condilion ol inlels downslreom.

MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENTS

Inlet prolection should be inspected regulorly (ot leost os often os required by the TPDES
Conslruction Generol Permil, Appendix A). When sill fence is used ond the fabric becomes
clogged, il should be cleaned or, if necessory, reploced. Also, sedimenl should be removed
when it reaches opproximolely one-hall the height of the inlel protection device. If o sump is
used, sedimenl should be removed when the volume of the basin is reduced by S07.

For syslems using liller slone, when the filler stone becomes clogged with sediment, the slones
must be puled oway from the inlel ond cleaned or replaced. Since cleoning of stone ol o
conslruction sile mo¥ be difficull, on dllernotive opprooch would be lo use lhe clogged slone
os fillmoleriolond pul new slone oround the ilel.

When sill fence is used ond the fabric becomes
clogged, il should be cleaned or, if necessory, reploced. Also, sedimenl should be removed
when it reaches opproximolely one-hall the height of the inlel protection device. If o sump is
used, sedimenl should be removed when the volume of the basin is reduced by S07.

For syslems using liller slone, when the filler stone becomes clogged with sediment, the slones
must be puled oway from the inlel ond cleaned or replaced. Since cleoning of stone ol o
conslruction sile mo¥ be difficull, on dllernotive opprooch would be lo use lhe clogged slone
os fillmoleriolond pul new slone oround the ilel.

Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Peter Muhl of Rockwall Habitat for Humanity for the approval of a
Specific Use Permit (SUP) for Residential Infill in an Established Subdivision for the purpose of constructing a single-family
home on a 0.1650-acre parcel of land identified as Lot 888A of the Rockwall Lake Estates #2 Addition, City of Rockwall,
Rockwall County, Texas, zoned Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) for Single-Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses,
addressed as 305 Blanche Drive, and take any action necessary.

BACKGROUND

The subject property was originally platted as Lot 888-A of the Rockwall Lake Properties Development No. 2 Addition, which
was filed with Rockwall County on April 23, 1968. On February 17, 2009, the subject property -- along with the rest of the
Lake Rockwall Estates Subdivision - was annexed into the City of Rockwall by Ordinance No. 09-07. At the time of
annexation, one (1) manufactured homes were situated on the subject property. On September 21, 2009, the City Council
rezoned the Lake Rockwall Estates Subdivision from an Agricultural (AG) District to Planned Development District 75 (PD-75)
[Ordinance No. 09-37] for Single-Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. Based on aerial imagery the manufactured home that
was situated on the subject property at the time of annexation was demolished between August 2012 and October 2013. On
January 4, 2016, the City Council amended Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) with Ordinance No. 16-01, which made
minor changes to the Consideration of a Special Request section of the ordinance.

PURPOSE

The applicant, is requesting the approval of a Specific Use Permit (SUP) for the purpose of constructing a single-family home
on the subject property in accordance with Subsection 02.03(B)(11), Residential Infill in or Adjacent to an Established
Subdivision, of Article 04, Permissible Uses, of the Unified Development Code (UDC).

ADJACENT LAND USES AND ACCESS

The subject property is located at 305 Blanche Drive. The land uses adjacent to the subject property are as follows:

North:  Directly north of the subject property are multiple lots zoned Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) for Single-
Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. These properties are mostly developed with mobile/manufactured homes, with
some of the lots being developed with single-family homes. Beyond this is Evans Road, which is classified as a
R2 (i.e. residential, two [2] lane, undivided roadway) on the Master Thoroughfare Plan contained in the
OURHometown Vision 2040 Comprehensive Plan.

South:  Directly south of the subject property are multiple lots zoned Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) for Single-
Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. These properties are mostly developed with mobile/manufactured homes, with
some of the lots being developed with single-family homes. Beyond this is County Line Road, which is classified
as a Minor Collector on the Master Thoroughfare Plan contained in the OURHometown Vision 2040
Comprehensive Plan.
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East: Directly east of the subject property are multiple lots zoned Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) for Single-
Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. These properties are mostly developed with mobile/manufactured homes, with
some of the lots being developed with single-family homes. Beyond this is Lynne Drive, which is classified as a
R2 (i.e. residential, two [2] lane, undivided roadway) on the Master Thoroughfare Plan contained in the
OURHometown Vision 2040 Comprehensive Plan.

West:  Directly west of the subject property is Blanche Drive, which is identified as a R2 (i.e. residential, two [2] lane,
undivided roadway) on the Master Thoroughfare Plan. Beyond this are multiple lots zoned Planned Development
District 75 (PD-75) for Single-Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. These properties are mostly developed with

mobile/manufactured homes, with some of the lots being developed with single-family homes.

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE REQUEST AND CONFORMANCE TO THE CITY'S CODES

Article 13, Definitions, of the Unified Development Code (UDC) defines Residential Infill in or Adjacent to an Established
Subdivision as “(tjhe new development of a single-family home or duplex on an existing vacant or undeveloped parcel of land
or the redevelopment of a developed parcel of land for a new single-family home or duplex within an established subdivision
that is mostly or entirely built-out.” An established subdivision is further defined in Subsection 02.03(B)(11) of Article 04,
Permissible Uses, of the UDC as “...a subdivision that consists of five (5) or more lots, that is 90% developed, and that has
been in existence for more than ten (10) years.” The subject property is part of the Lake Rockwall Estates Subdivision, which
has been in existence since before 1968 and is considered to be more than 90% developed. The Permissible Use Charts
contained in Article 04, Permissible Uses, of the UDC, requires a Specific Use Permit (SUP) for Residential Infill in or Adjacent
to an Established Subdivision in all single-family zoning districts, the Two-Family (2F) District, the Downtown (DT) District, and
the Residential-Office (RO) District. This property, being in a Planned Development District for Single-Family 7 (SF-7) District
land uses, requires a Specific Use Permit (SUP).

In addition, Subsection 02.03(B)(11) of Article 04, Permissible Uses, of the UDC states that, “...the Planning and Zoning
Commission and City Council shall consider the proposed size, location, and architecture of the home compared to the
existing housing ... [and] (a)ll housing proposed under this section [i.e. Residential Infill in or Adjacent to an Established
Subdivision] shall be constructed to be architecturally and visually similar or complimentary to the existing housing ...” The
following is a summary of observations concerning the housing on Blanche Drive, Diana Drive, and Donald Drive compared to
the house proposed by the applicant:

Housing Design and
Characteristics

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According to Section 04, Residential Parking, of Article 06, Parking and Loading, of the Unified Development Code (UDC),
“(i)n single-family or duplex districts, parking garages must be located at least 20-feet behind the front fagade for front entry
garages ...” In this case, the applicant is not proposing a garage with the home. The addition of a garage or carport must
meet the standards established in Subsection 07.04, Accessory Structure Development Standards of Article 04, of the Unified
Development Code (UDC). With the exception of not having a garage, the proposed single-family home meets all of the
density and dimensional requirements for the Single Family 7 (SF-7) District as stipulated by the Unified Development Code
(UDC). For the purpose of comparing the proposed home to the existing single-family housing located adjacent to or in the
vicinity of the subject property, staff has provided photos of the properties along Blanche Drive and the proposed building
elevations in the attached packet. The approval of this request is a discretionary decision for the City Council pending a
recommendation from the Planning and Zoning Commission and a finding that the proposed house will not have a negative
impact on the existing subdivision.

NOTIFICATIONS

On September 23, 2021, staff mailed 141 notices to property owners and occupants within 500-feet of the subject property.
There were no Homeowner’s Associations (HOAs) or Neighborhood Organizations within 1,500-feet of the subject property
participating in the Neighborhood Notification Program to notify. Additionally, staff posted a sign on the subject property, and
advertised the public hearings in the Rockwall Herald Banner as required by the Unified Development Code (UDC). At the
time this report was drafted, staff had received one (1) notice in favor of the applicant’s request.

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL

If the Planning and Zoning Commission chooses to recommend approval of the applicant's request for a Specific Use Permit
(SUP) to construct a single-family home as a Residential Infill within an Established Subdivision, then staff would propose the
following conditions of approval:

(1) The applicant shall be responsible for maintaining compliance with the operational conditions contained in the Specific
Use Permit (SUP) ordinance and which are detailed as follows:

(a) Development of the Subject Property shall generally conform to the Residential Plot Plan as depicted in Exhibit ‘B’ of
the draft ordinance.

(b) Construction of a single-family home on the Subject Property shall generally conform to the Building Elevations
depicted in Exhibit ‘C’ of the draft ordinance; and,

(c) Once construction of the single-family home has been completed, inspected, and accepted by the City, the Specific
Use Permit (SUP) shall expire, and no further action by the property owner shall be required.

(2) Any construction resulting from the approval of this Specific Use Permit (SUP) shall conform to the requirements set forth
by the Unified Development Code (UDC), the International Building Code (IBC), the Rockwall Municipal Code of
Ordinances, city adopted engineering and fire codes and with all other applicable regulatory requirements administered
and/or enforced by the state and federal government.

(UDC) [Ordinance No. 20-02] and to the requirements set forth in Planned Development District
75 (PD-75) [Ordinance No. 16-01] -- as heretofore amended and may be amended in the future -
- and with the following conditions:

2.1 OPERATIONAL CONDITIONS

The following conditions pertain to the construction of a single-family home on the Subject

SECTION 3. That the official zoning map of the City be corrected to reflect the changes in zoning
described herein.

SECTION 4. That all ordinances of the City of Rockwall in conflict with the provisions of this
ordinance be, and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of that conflict.

SECTION 5. Any person, firm, or corporation violating any of the provisions of this ordinance shall
be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor and upon conviction shall be punished by a penalty of fine not
to exceed the sum of TWO THOUSAND DOLLARS ($2,000.00) for each offence and each and
every day such offense shall continue shall be deemed to constitute a separate offense.

SUMMARY

Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request by Peter Muhl of Rockwall Habitat for Humanity for the approval of a
Specific Use Permit (SUP) for Residential Infill in an Established Subdivision for the purpose of constructing a single-family
home on a 0.1650-acre parcel of land identified as Lot 888A of the Rockwall Lake Estates #2 Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall
County, Texas, zoned Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) for Single-Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses, addressed as 305
Blanche Drive, and take any action necessary.

BACKGROUND

The subject property was originally platted as Lot 888-A of the Rockwall Lake Properties Development No. 2 Addition, which
was filed with Rockwall County on April 23, 1968. On February 17, 2009, the subject property -- along with the rest of the Lake
Rockwall Estates Subdivision -- was annexed into the City of Rockwall by Ordinance No. 09-07. At the time of annexation, one
(1) manufactured homes were situated on the subject property. On September 21, 2009, the City Council rezoned the Lake
Rockwall Estates Subdivision from an Agricultural (AG) District to Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) [Ordinance No. 09-
37] for Single-Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. Based on aerial imagery the manufactured home that was situated on the
subject property at the time of annexation was demolished between August 2012 and October 2013. On January 4, 2016, the
City Council amended Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) with Ordinance No. 16-01, which made minor changes to the
Consideration of a Special Request section of the ordinance.

PURPOSE

Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. These properties are mostly developed with mobile/manufactured homes, with
some of the lots being developed with single-family homes. Beyond this is Evans Road, which is classified as a R2
(i.e. residential, two [2] lane, undivided roadway) on the Master Thoroughfare Plan contained in the OURHometown
Vision 2040 Comprehensive Plan.

South:  Directly south of the subject property are multiple lots zoned Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) for Single-
Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. These properties are mostly developed with mobile/manufactured homes, with
some of the lots being developed with single-family homes. Beyond this is County Line Road, which is classified
as a Minor Collector on the Master Thoroughfare Plan contained in the OURHometown Vision 2040 Comprehensive
Plan.
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East: Directly east of the subject property are multiple lots zoned Planned Development District 75 (PD-75) for Single-
Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. These properties are mostly developed with mobile/manufactured homes, with
some of the lots being developed with single-family homes. Beyond this is Lynne Drive, which is classified as a R2
(i.e. residential, two [2] lane, undivided roadway) on the Master Thoroughfare Plan contained in the OURHometown
Vision 2040 Comprehensive Plan.

West:  Directly west of the subject property is Blanche Drive, which is identified as a R2 (i.e. residential, two [2] lane,
undivided roadway) on the Master Thoroughfare Plan. Beyond this are multiple lots zoned Planned Development
District 75 (PD-75) for Single-Family 7 (SF-7) District land uses. These properties are mostly developed with
mobile/manufactured homes, with some of the lots being developed with single-family homes.

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE REQUEST AND CONFORMANCE TO THE CITY’S CODES

Article 13, Definitions, of the Unified Development Code (UDC) defines Residential Infill in or Adjacent to an Established
Subdivision as “(tjhe new development of a single-family home or duplex on an existing vacant or undeveloped parcel of land
or the redevelopment of a developed parcel of land for a new single-family home or duplex within an established subdivision
that is mostly or entirely built-out.” An established subdivision is further defined in Subsection 02.03(B)(11) of Article 04,
Permissible Uses, of the UDC as “...a subdivision that consists of five (5) or more lots, that is 90% developed, and that has
been in existence for more than ten (10) years.” The subject property is part of the Lake Rockwall Estates Subdivision, which
has been in existence since before 1968 and is considered to be more than 90% developed. The Permissible Use Charts
contained in Article 04, Permissible Uses, of the UDC, requires a Specific Use Permit (SUP) for Residential Infill in or Adjacent
to an Established Subdivision in all single-family zoning districts, the Two-Family (2F) District, the Downtown (DT) District, and
the Residential-Office (RO) District. This property, being in a Planned Development District for Single-Family 7 (SF-7) District
land uses, requires a Specific Use Permit (SUP).

In addition, Subsection 02.03(B)(11) of Article 04, Permissible Uses, of the UDC states that, “...the Planning and Zoning
Commission and City Council shall consider the proposed size, location, and architecture of the home compared to the existing
housing ... [and] (a)ll housing proposed under this section [i.e. Residential Infill in or Adjacent to an Established Subdivision]
shall be constructed to be architecturally and visually similar or complimentary to the existing housing ..."” The following is a
summary of observations concerning the housing on Blanche Drive, Diana Drive, and Donald Drive compared to the house
proposed by the applicant:

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According to Section 04, Residential Parking, of Article 06, Parking and Loading, of the Unified Development Code (UDC), “(i)n
single-family or duplex districts, parking garages must be located at least 20-feet behind the front fagade for front entry garages
... In this case, the applicant is not proposing a garage with the home. The addition of a garage or carport must meet the
standards established in Subsection 07.04, Accessory Structure Development Standards of Article 04, of the Unified
Development Code (UDC). With the exception of not having a garage, the proposed single-family home meets all of the density
and dimensional requirements for the Single Family 7 (SF-7) District as stipulated by the Unified Development Code (UDC).
For the purpose of comparing the proposed home to the existing single-family housing located adjacent to or in the vicinity of
the subject property, staff has provided photos of the properties along Blanche Drive and the proposed building elevations in
the attached packet. The approval of this request is a discretionary decision for the City Council pending a recommendation
from the Planning and Zoning Commission and a finding that the proposed house will not have a negative impact on the existing
subdivision.

NOTIFICATIONS

On September 23, 2021, staff mailed 141 notices to property owners and occupants within 500-feet of the subject property.
There were no Homeowner's Associations (HOAs) or Neighborhood Organizations within 1,500-feet of the subject property
participating in the Neighborhood Notification Program to notify. Additionally, staff posted a sign on the subject property, and
advertised the public hearings in the Rockwall Herald Banner as required by the Unified Development Code (UDC). At the time
this report was drafted, staff had received one (1) notice in favor of the applicant’s request and one (1) notice in opposition of
the applicant’s request.

CONDITIONS OF APPROVAL

If the City Council chooses to approve the applicant's request for a Specific Use Permit (SUP) to construct a single-family home
as a Residential Infill within an Established Subdivision, then staff would propose the following conditions of approval:

(1) The applicant shall be responsible for maintaining compliance with the operational conditions contained in the Specific Use
Permit (SUP) ordinance and which are detailed as follows:

(a) Development of the Subject Property shall generally conform to the Residential Plot Plan as depicted in Exhibit ‘B’ of
the draft ordinance.

(b) Construction of a single-family home on the Subject Property shall generally conform to the Building Elevations
depicted in Exhibit ‘C’ of the draft ordinance; and,

(c) Once construction of the single-family home has been completed, inspected, and accepted by the City, the Specific
Use Permit (SUP) shall expire, and no further action by the property owner shall be required.

(2) Any construction resulting from the approval of this Specific Use Permit (SUP) shall conform to the requirements set forth
by the Unified Development Code (UDC), the International Building Code (IBC), the Rockwall Municipal Code of
Ordinances, city adopted engineering and fire codes and with all other applicable regulatory requirements administered
and/or enforced by the state and federal government.
