The entrance area features varying roof heights, with the range positioned at
a different level, creating a cohesive look with surrounding properties. Screened rooftop
units maintain visual appeal and consistency.

2. (E) Increased Building articulation:
The building design incorporates enhanced articulation at the primary elevation through
varied roof heights, recessed and projected facade elements, and material transitions,

ensuring a dynamic and visually appealing structure.

3. (F) Masonry building materials in percentages equal to or greater than
surrounding properties:
The proposed masonry materials meet or exceed the percentage used in adjacent
Rayburn Electric Co-op buildings, ensuring architectural consistency across the campus.
While split-face CMU is a required material due to the building’s function and structural
