(Hurst Addn.; Lot 2; Block A).

BACKGROUND INFORMATION:

The applicants, Michael and Carolyn Hoyt, have submitted a request for a Certificate of
Appropriateness for the building of a two-story, Farmhouse style residential structure,
being a 0.49-acre, SF-7 residentially-zoned lot located at 712 Hartman.

The elevations show a 25' high single-family home with lap-siding for exterior cladding
and composite shingles. The house draws from the "Farmhouse" style of architecture
with its long porch and slender columns along the front facade. In addition the home
has dormers on the front and rear facades. Dormers facing in different directions are
very typical of the "Farmhouse" style of architecture.

Any future buildings as shown on the site plan will be required to obtain a Certificate of
Appropriateness prior to issuance of a building permit.

Staff sent notices to fifteen (15) property owners within 200-feet. At the time of this

report no notices have been returned.
