AGENDA ITEM: H2016-006; 302 Margaret Street – Building Permit Fee Waiver/Reduction 
 
 
SUMMARY: 
 
Hold a public hearing to discuss and consider a request for a Building Permit Fee 
Waiver/Reduction from Jerre Loftus for a High Contributing Property located within the Old 
Town Rockwall (OTR) Historic District, the Historic Overlay (HO) District, and zoned Single 
Family 7 (SF-7) District.  The subject property is located at 302 Margaret Street and is further 
identified as LOT NW/4 A, Block 2, Farmers & Merchants Addition, City of Rockwall, Rockwall 
County, Texas. 
 
DISCUSSION: 
 
The subject property is located at 302 Margaret Street and is recognized as a High Contributing 
Property, which indicates the home has highly significant architectural and/or historic 
characteristics.  The home is approximately 1,096 sq. ft., and based on the Rockwall Central 
Appraisal District records, the main area was considered to have been constructed in 1905.  
The property is zoned Single Family (SF-7) District and is located on the southeast corner of N. 
Fannin Street and Margaret Street.    
 
For a residential property to be eligible for the Building Permit Fee Waiver/Reduction Program, 
the property must be located within the Old Town Rockwall (OTR) Historic District or the 
Southside Residential Neighborhood Overlay (SRO) District and must involve a minimum 
investment of $5,000 associated with the rehabilitation or restoration of a property.  Properties 
classified as Contributing (i.e. High, Medium, or Low Contributing) shall be eligible for a full 
waiver of building permit fees.  Based on the estimated valuation of $75,000 for the 
remodel/rehabilitation, the permit fees would be approximately $830.00.  Should the Historic 
Preservation Advisory Board (HPAB) approve the request, the applicant would be eligible for a 
full waiver of permit fees.   
 
RECOMMENDATIONS: 
  
Based on the applicant’s proposed scope of work and the contributing nature of the subject 
property, the approval of the proposed Building Permit Waiver/Reduction is a discretionary 
decision for the Historic Preservation Advisory Board (HPAB).  If the HPAB chooses to approve 
the request, staff would offer the following condition of approval: 
 

1.  Any construction, building or demolition necessary to complete this request must 
conform to the requirements set forth by the Unified Development Code, the  
International Building Code, the Rockwall Municipal Code of Ordinances, city adopted 
engineering and fire codes and with all other applicable regulatory requirements 
administered and/or enforced by the state and federal government.
